Over the last two days, NRDA activities have been on standby as operational SCAT activities were implemented.  A cooperative planning meeting was held on Sunday, June 25 to discuss NRDA issues.  Citgo, Entrix, and all state and federal Trustees were present on the hour-long call.  Potential integration with SCAT activities for NRDA data collection and water sample analysis were the primary topics.  The Trustees re-confirmed their preference to analyze 10 water column samples for potentially validating a water column injury model.  The group also agreed that for the first several days, operational SCAT activities should not be combined with NRDA activities.
As of 1700 h, 11,101 bbls have been recovered from the river.

Wildlife 

One white pelican was oiled, recovered, was sent to be rehabilitated.  Five other birds were believed to be oiled, two of which were captured.  One of the captured birds died.   

Water Column
Surface water samples collected by NOAA/EPA/Entrix were delivered to LSU for analysis on Monday, June 26.
