Hull Hilton Kingstown
Antecedents: 
1. The 04 of April of 1990 arrived at Courteous Port the Hull Hilton Kingstown, with a shipment of asphalt, 7.000 barrels (approx 1.500 m3) originating supposedly of Venezuela. 
2. The Hilton Hull was towed by the "OTC Elizabeth" of Dominican nationality, with origin of Courteous Port, which arrived at Port Castile the day Thursday 18 of October to 07:35 hours of 1990. 
3. Certainty of date 21 of October of 1990 on the part of the Representative of the Government (SECOPT), is emitted Ing. Reynaldo Vela'squez, Representante de Shell Honduras S.A., Ing. Ricardo Lopez and Superintendente of Port, Angel F. Castro, in which the following thing is detailed: 
· the tanks 5B, 5S and 4B were authorized to be unloaded according to the normal procedures since they were within the established thing of unloading to 245°F. 
· was come to raise to a act with Mr. Eduard Alford, ordered of the Hull Hilton and Ing. Reynaldo Velasquez, representative of the Government for the unloading, due to being observed that the tanks 6S, 6B and 4S contained water; nevertheless, during the unloading of the other three tanks (5B, 5S and 4B), one detected that without previous authorization 4S also was unloading, therefore was considered that this one was the cause of which the product received in the establishment was contaminated with water. 
· Due to the previous thing was come to suspend the operation of pumping, moment that took place a spill (boil over) in the tank 6S of approximately 6 barrels by the boiling of the water, also being able to produce an explosion or in the tank of storage in the establishment and/or pipe of unloading. 
4. Report of date 22 of October of 1990 by part del Head of Operations, Esteban Laínez, al Superintendent of Port, Angel Filiberto Castro, in as report the activities made for the unloading del contained asphalt in the Hilton Hull. 
5. Note of date 16 of November of 1990 on the part of the Superintendent of port, Angel Filiberto Castro, for the General Manager of ENP, Luis B. Go'mez, which shows the report on the part of the harbor police, the abandonment of tugboat OTC Elizabeth to the Hilton Hull, as well as its crew, loosen the ends which they held the same one to the tugboat, due to the weather that I whip day 11 of November of that same year. 
6. Technical report of Asphalt Ligante, Port Castile, Columbus, Mayo-2005, elaborated by the company Geotecnia and Pavimentos (G and P). 
Conclusions: 
- the asphalt ligante at the present time is contaminated totally with water. 
- the use of the ligante in the elaboration of asphalt mixtures is not adapted, since it oxidizes quickly to the ligante due to the oxygen presence. 
- the probable life of the product elaborated with this ligante would be very short, appearing short term cracks by fatigue. 
- In heating process it is possible to be presented/displayed explosions or fire of the tanks, which represents a danger for the physical integrity of the workers and the plant. 
- When warming up itself in the irrigation tanks asphalt can explode destroying the unit. 
- At the moment it is considered that the ligante presents/displays a serious ecological problem, since when being corroded totally the helmet of the hull would leave the ligante damaging to the ecosystem next to the beach. 
- it is considered that some does not exist in our average procedure to eliminate the present water. 
Recommendations: 
- To remove all the asphalt ligante of the hull before the helmet of the ship colapse. 
- To look for a site where to deposit removed asphalt. 
7. INFORMATION ON HULL HILTON (August of the 2005). The 22 of May of the 2006 information was sent on the Hilton Hull on the part of the Secretary of State of SERNA, Abog. Mayra Mejia of the Cid, to the Undersecretary of Natural Resources and Energy, Dr Valerio Gutiérrez, in order to give pursuit the referred thing. 
8. AID MEMORY REFERRING To the PROJECT "RETIREMENT OF HULL HILTON OF the BAY" (08 of September of the 2005). Meeting in the Supervision of Castile on the part of representatives of ENP, Public Ministry, DIGEPESCA, Naval base, UMA and Merchant marine, in order to delegate responsibility for the development of the "Plan of Reflote, Transfer and Dismantling of the Hilton Hull". 
9. OFFICE no. 120-0G-05 OF DATE 20 OF OCTOBER OF 2005, on the part of Manuel Engineer Enrique representing Rodriguez of the Department of Geotecnia for Engineer Navy Ponce Gaitán, Sub Chief of a main directorate of Highways SOPTRAVI, referring to the analysis of four (4) contained asphalt samples in tins sealed hermetically, originating product of the N.1 warehouses, N.2, N.3 and N.4 of the Hilton Hull.

18. Presentation in Power Point of the company Panameña Ocean Pollution, giving the following recommendations: - To remove the tugboat of immediate form, since it strikes with his helmet the band of the hull and accelerates his process of deterioration with the consequent risk of collapse. 
- To place a barrier of rigid containment of type around the hull, approximately 400 feet in form of Or with anchorages in both earth ends, which will allow to contain and to prevent the contamination. 
- Reflotar the hull in safe form to avoid is divided the helmet; it implies the hiring of a specialized company, with logistic and like minimum the divers specialized with equipment subaqueous, pumps, generators, floating equipment of cut and sealed, mattresses. The time considered for this activity is of 3 weeks. 
- Soon of the reflotado one, the encofrado one of the product within the hull is recommended, encapsulating it in a stoneware reinforced with geomalla. 
- Soon of sealed and the verification of his watertightness it is recommended to come to a decision of collapse on the part of the Honduran naval administrations in an suitable place from his territorial, agreed sea to the international treaties of which Honduras is Been Part. 
- Another possibility would be to tow it to a near place (danger of helmet rupture), sustainable from the environmental point of view and to leave it in the same one definitively.
