Final survey of Ventana, Majagua and Verraco.  Survey was carried out with FWS, DNER, FOSC, QI and contractor.  

Ventana Beach: No evidence of sub surface oil, oiled sand or wrack was found.  One sea turtle nest was observed on the eastern side of the beach.  A second crawl was found but no signs of a nest.  

Majagua Beach:  Some foamy sheen was seen in runnel areas on the beach.  The beach is slowly rebuilding and clean wrack is deposited on a daily basis.  Some slight sheening was seen in holes dug where intensive clean up was carried out.   

Verraco Beach:  Checked the last area which was cleaned last week.  No sheen or signs of buried oil.  One small pocket of oily sand was found further west and was removed by survey team.  All other areas in Verraco met clean up criteria.

Coast Guard will demobilize tomorrow.
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Majagua Beach looking west.  Some foamy sheen is found in the pools, fresh wrack and sand is deposited daily.  Beach should be monitored for recovery.
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
