Significant Events:

1. NSF responders coordinated water patrols of impacted areas with MSST Boston.

2. One ISO tank re-floated from the Greens Bayou area and worked its way into the channel.  NSF on board MSST Safe Boat identified the container as containing a cyanide based pesticide.  Crew took immediate first responder awareness actions and created a security zone of 25 yards around the vessel.  RP responded with OSRO, secured ISO tank along the bank for future removal.  OSRO working on recovery and safety plan which will be reviewed and approved by CG before work commences.

3. Two over flights conducted today, one area of concern is located along Bolivar peninsular, one tank leaning on the ground with visible oil pools around the tank farm.  Unable to access the area by land, will procure boats to access and assess the area.

4. Goat Island potential medium oil spill still inaccessible by land, working on plan to access by helo or boat. 

5. All product removed from inside seawall at Magellan, recovered approximately 25% of on water product, skimming will continue throughout the night.
