SSC Evening Report 9/18:

Attended morning command and general staff meeting. Posted situation unit briefing on ResponseLink.

Second meeting of the day was with USCG air ops concerning overflight logistics and “Falcon View” software. It’s a program similar to OziExplorer. 

Expected Don Pitts from TX Fish and Wildlife, but he called back and said he will arrive tomorrow.

Gewest fully engaged in preparing grid maps for pollution assessment and continued mapping of current pollution cases.

SSC flew an overflight (see flight path below and GoogleEarth image). There were numerous spills of large scale spotted, as well as storage tanks that were damaged, moved, collapsed, or leaking, vessels that were stranded on land, and other undetermined unusual situation. Much of the area in Chambers and Jefferson counties contain oil inundating wildlife refuges.

The ESF10 section had a group meeting to discuss organizing overflight searches, coordinating with the EPA and TX agencies. Tomorrow we hope to tighten that loop and increase our ability to communicate.

Overnight we will process the overflight imagery and prepare a briefing document. 

Tomorrow, EPA and NOAA (Jim) will fly Bell Helicopter to Galveston Island and areas to the east.  Debra will be available to fly second flight with USCG, if needed.
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
