Biological Resources at Risk

Birds

A colonial waterbird nesting site occurs a mile east of Catfish Lake. Nesting season ends in the summer. Species potentially present in surrounding habitats year round include: cattle egret, great egret, little blue heron, snowy egret, and tricolored heron. A rare raptor occurs approximately 3 miles northwest of Catfish Lake and nests from October-May. Birds likely to be present in marshes and open water bayous, lakes, and ponds at this time of year include: blue-winged teal, green-winged teal, mottled duck (nesting), northern pintail, and northern shoveler.  Additional species and greater numbers of birds will be migrating to the area in October.
