Prilled Sulfur Spill
Human Health Effects:
· Main route of exposure is inhalation.  Dust and fire decomposition gases may cause severe respiratory tract irritation.

· Avoid contact with skin, eyes, and nose.  Contact with dust may produce acidic conditions on skin and in eyes and nose.

· Long-term exposure may cause dizziness, drowsiness, slight disorientation, and unconsciousness.  

Flammability:
Prilled sulfur dust is highly flammable.  Dust will be easily ignited by heat, sparks or flames. Products of combustion are hydrogen sulfide and sulfur oxide gases.  Avoid inhalation of dust and decomposition gases.  Runoff from wetted prilled sulfur will be slightly acidic, avoid exposure to humans and the environment.
Physical Properties:
· Yellowish solid with a pungent, rotten egg odor.

· Specific gravity: 1.8 at ambient temperature.  Product will sink in water, but may float if prills have entrapped air.

· Not water soluble.

· Low vapor pressure.

Environmental Fate:

Prilled sulfur and its degradation products are not considered toxic to the environment.
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
