March 5 Summary Report:

The UC conducted its first meeting at Sector Anchorage his morning.  In attendance, in addition to the CG,  were state of Alaska, NOAA SSC, DOI, USFWS, NMFS, and the vessel owner and several St. George Island residents via conference call.  

Summary of events:  

1. The five crew members were safely removed from the vessel by USCG helicopter

2. Prior to leaving the vessel, the crew was able to transfer all the diesel fuel from the double bottoms to the wing tanks. In addition, the crew was able to plug the vessel’s fuel tanks.

- Ensure the safety of the responders and public 

- Assess the stability of the vessel 

- Develop a plan to remove all fuel and other oils from the vessel as soon as 

     possible

- Develop a salvage plan Even though grounding is very near the Staraya and   
4.  North fur seal rockeries, 
NMFS reported that fur seals don’t begin to return 
  

until May and pupping occurs 
mostly in June.  

5. No reports of fuel release have yet occurred

Future Plans:

 
Dan Magone, with Magone Marine Services is expected to arrive on scene this afternoon to conduct a survey of the vessel. The M/V Redeemer, a salvage support vessel of Magone Marine Services, is expected to depart Dutch Harbor later today and arrive on scene tomorrow evening. Magone Marine Services will develop a plan to pump the fuel and other oils of the vessel, as soon as personnel and equipment can be mobilized. There is road access close to the grounding location. 

The USCG and ADEC are making preparations to send response staff out to St. George Island on a charter flight on March 6, 2009.
