Updates
It appears that the impacted area is shifting to the north.  A total of 136 miles of shoreline, mostly sandy beach habitat has been reportedly oiled to some highly variable degree.  Oil has been reported as far nothr as Port Aransas, TX.  Additionally, some areas to the south (including PINS – Padre Island National Seashore) have received additional tar balls on the shorelines, so it appears that the release of oil may be continuing – or perhaps the oil has been washed out from another area to be re-deposited up the coast.  During an update from Jim Lindsay at PINS we learned that the Mexican media has reported oiled beaches recently (Playa Bagdad at the mouth of the Rio Grande).  Trustees located 2 articles which indicate that Pemex has been required to investigate the source of this oil.  Trustees now are considering the possibility that more oil/tar may appear again on previously oiled areas of the Texas coast since recent events suggest oil is moving from south to north.
The oil is reported to be a thick, heavy and yet it soaks into the sand.  There have been multiple samples collected by FWS and GLO (the latter sent to CG lab).  The resulting data should provide information necessary to help identify potential source, to characterize the oil, and to potentially link the oil collected at various locations along the coast.  Results are expected next week.  Samples were collected at Boca Chica beach, South Padre Island, and PINS.  GLO will determine whether samples have been collected at Mustang Island State Park and if not, will facilitate the collection of those samples.
PINS update
Jim Lindsay representing PINS provided an update on the NRT evening call.  They first noticed oil on Sunday afternoon – it was a 2-4 foot band with 20-30% cover that extended north to Mansfield.  It moved north by Monday afternoon.  Tuesday morning oil had moved north to Bob Hall pier and up to Port Aransas.  They have noticed less oil today.  The tides are normal, getting slightly higher each day.  PINS tracks the number of visitors they get and they will share their data so we can determine if the number of beach visitors has dropped as a result of the oil impacts.  This information will also be useful in determining potential value of diminished value.
Resources at risk
To date, no beaches have been closed as a result of oil impacts or clean up efforts.  Further, no additional impacts to wildlife have been observed beyond the approximately 12 oiled birds noted last week, largely from Boca Chica. NOAA will continue to evaluated the potential for lost recreational use of beaches since the total linear miles of impacted shoreline has now increased to approximately 136 miles, some of which are heavily used tourist beaches.
