Forecast Briefing
A cold front passed through the coastal waters this morning. Northwest to north winds in the wake of the front will continue at 15-20kts this evening through midnight before diminishing towards daybreak.  Seas will also build to 3-4 feet tonight. Surface high pressure will quickly track across the area Wednesday which will suppress winds and flatten seas.  As this ridge continues eastward Wednesday night, winds will then shift back to the southeast.  This high will settle in the western Atlantic through the weekend.  Meanwhile, a series of surface lows will develop and move through the southern plains. The resulting winds between these 2 features, spot area, will be strong PERSISTENT southeast winds of at least 20kts from Thursday night through Saturday night.  In addition, expect seas to build to a peak of 8-11 feet during this period. Although a front is expected to approach the coastal waters late this weekend, at this time it does not appear that it will push through until possibly early to middle of next week. Thus, south winds will continue into early next week.
