Forecast Briefing
Surface high pressure will continue to  track across the northern eastern Gulf. Winds will shortly begin to shift to southeast and start to slowly increase tonight. This high will settle in the western Atlantic through the weekend.  Meanwhile, a series of surface lows will develop and move through the southern plains. The resulting winds between these 2 features, spot area, will be strong PERSISTENT southeast winds of at least 20kts from Thursday night through Saturday night.  In addition, expect seas to build to a peak of 7-12 feet and have a sea state of very rough during this period. Although a front is progged to approach the coastal waters late this weekend, it will not push through until the middle of next week, possibly Wednesday morning. Thus, southeast winds will continue into next week but may decrease slightly into early next week. In addition to wind forecast, expect rain/thunderstorm potential to be increasing. Localized winds may increase with stronger storms as well as the likelihood of frequent lightning.
